	Between 50 and 60 per cent of prevalent ESRD patients in the U.S. require diabetes management.  My analyses of diabetic ESRD outcomes related to Goals in Diabetic ESRD glycemic control have been instrumental in modifying targets to less stringent control and individualization of therapy.   This high-impact scholarship includes outcomes which have been reported at the American Society of Nephrology Annual Meetings and the National Kidney Foundation Annual Meeting, including in debate format..  They have formed the basis for modified guideline recommendations established by the National Kidney Foundation (KDOQI) for ESRD glycemic management, which have altered target hemoglobin A1c levels from 7% to a range of 7-8%, with greatly increased individualization of targets.  In addition, large dialysis   providers are addressing and revising glycemic goals for diabetic patients, at a time when they are giving higher priority to overall diabetes ESRD management.

	Ongoing research has already yielded results which will likely result in use of one or more complementary markers of glycemia in this population, an approach which will be superior to the previous unidimensional hemoglobin A1c-based  method. These are research outcomes which continue to explore the pitfalls of using hemoglobin A1c without alternative measures in diabetic ESRD, due to nonglycemic influences of anemia, erythropoietin, and iron use.  They have been reported at the American Society of Nephrology Annual Meetings.  Management of glycemia in ESRD cannot be achieved without certainty that the metrics used are highly related to levels of glycemia, and significantly correlated with outcomes.  Hemoglobin A1c is the universally accepted measure of glycemic control in the general diabetes population.  These results, from a large national dialysis database and, more recently, from the Glycemic Indices in Dialysis Evaluation (GIDE) Study, have the potential to bring future change to models of care.    More importantly,  in doing so, they will force reassessment of the fundamental role of glycemic control in outcomes, and re-setting of the optimal target levels for markers in ESRD

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Narrative Report of Research, Teaching, and Clinical Contributions:
My area of excellence is Clinical Expertise and Innovation, in the clinical field of Diabetic Kidney Disease.  I believe that the mix of achievements recorded in this Curriculum Vitae - in investigation, clinical expertise and innovation, and teaching – indicate that sufficient national and worldwide recognition has been attained as a leader in diabetic kidney disease to merit promotion to the Professor level. Particularly during my last decade as Associate Professor of Medicine, the remarkable opportunity which coincided with growth in diabetes/diabetic end-stage renal disease (ESRD)  has allowed me to focus my research, teaching, and clinical efforts on that single condition.  In  1989, the year I joined the Joslin Diabetes Center, I set a goal of championing diabetic chronic kidney disease (CKD) and achieving the highest level of expert leadership on all aspects of this complex complication of diabetes.  The emerging diabetes/diabetes complication epidemic would create the need for new efforts in understanding the complex mechanisms of diabetic kidney disease, to shrewdly analyze the needs and products of new drug development, to provide leadership in the growing field of diabetic dialysis and transplantation , and to modify the assessment of glycemic control and treatment of diabetes in the presence of impaired kidney function.  Thus, my primary contribution to nephrology was made possible:  to help define and develop the new field, sui generis, of diabetic chronic kidney disease/end-stage renal disease in its entirety.
My national and international reputation in the clinical field of Diabetic Kidney Disease is supported by numerous activities involving clinical expertise and innovation.  The opportunity, within a renowned diabetes institution, to confront this disease has led to several areas of significant personal impact.  The initial challenges were evident: inadequately understood risk factors, complex disease mechanisms, lack of therapies, poor end-stage renal disease outcomes.    As an investigator and thought leader, I have contributed to an understanding of disease mechanisms, primarily as they form the basis for  new drug development.  The most important therapies for diabetic kidney disease, those involving renin-angiotensin-aldosterone blockade, began with the strongly positive clinical trial on the ACEI capoten in patients with Type 1 diabetes.  I was a lead investigator, and member of the Steering Committee, for this Collaborative Study Group trial, which led to the regulatory approval of the first renin-angiotensin inhibitor for chronic kidney disease.  (I did not participate in the subsequent Angiotensin Receptor Blocker regulatory studies, as I felt that placebo treatment at that time was not appropriate). While the leadership experience with the Collaborative Study Group preceded my Associate Professor status,  I have since been a participant/advisor/consultant in numerous subsequent efforts that have involved fundamental disease mechanisms of diabetic kidney disease.  These have included, among others, glycation inhibitors, scavengers of free radicals and carbonyl species, and anti-fibrotics.  Most recently I have been named to the national medical advisory board for Bayer, Corp., for their Phase III regulatory trials for diabetic kidney disease.  My inclusion in these diverse areas have reflected my understanding of the complex disease mechanisms as well as deep knowledge of the regulatory drug approval in the U.S. and elsewhere. That influence is also evident in the in-depth critical review I authored  raising caveats about  the centrality of proteinuria to diabetic kidney disease and drugs used to treat it .  This review  presaged subsequent emphasis on the variability or absence of proteinuria in the condition, as well as the special problems that arise when the regulatory approval of early drug intervention is reliant on albuminuria.
I contributed to a National Kidney Foundation Hypertension and Diabetes Executive Committees Consensus Group paper on hypertension management to preserve kidney function in diabetes, which provided new recommendations on blood pressure control and proteinuria reduction, and the therapeutic approaches to achieve these goals.  I authored an invited “Nephrology Forum” on kidney transplantation in diabetes in the high impact journal Kidney International.  This milestone publication brought new attention to the growing number of diabetic kidney and pancreas transplant recipients and their unique management challenges, in the context of the growing epidemic of diabetic end-stage renal disease. As an Associate Professor of Medicine, numerous chapters and reviews on various aspects of diabetic kidney disease have been authored in several prominent textbooks, including  on hypertension, chronic kidney disease/end-stage renal disease, nutritional and metabolic management, and geriatric diabetic kidney disease.  I edited a dedicated issue of the primary nephrology dialysis journal, Seminars in Dialysis,  devoted solely to diabetic ESRD.  I served as the leader of the Scientific Council for Diabetic Kidney Disease of the National Kidney Foundation.  For seven of its nine years of existence, I have served on the Editorial Board of the Clinical Journal of the American Society of Nephrology, a leading official publication of that Society. 
Also as an Associate Professor of Medicine, I have had the opportunity to organize and present lecture material in many forums, ranging from the Massachusetts General Hospital Continuing Medical Education course in Internal Medicine, to the American Society of Nephrology Glomerular Disease pre-course and plenary lectures at main ASN sessions, and internationally at scientific meetings and Continuing Medical Education courses. I lectured on four topics at the largest nephrology Continuing Medical Education course in India this year, as a visiting professor at Peking University in China, and nationally in prominent academic nephrology programs as a visiting professor. I have moderated Annual Meeting sessions at both the National Kidney Foundation and American Society of Nephrology on diabetic kidney disease on several occasions, including 2015.  I am a co-investigator and committee chair  in the NIDDK-sponsored Hemodialysis Novel Therapies Consortium, created to implement clinical research trials in End-Stage Renal Disease.  These national and international activities, it should be noted, have always provided an opportunity to represent my home institutions.
Optimal glycemic management to prevent complications has  been a central mission of the Joslin Diabetes Center prior to and during my career there.  In recent years I have made fundamental research contributions that span the fields of diabetology and  nephrology, in advancing knowledge of dysglycemia in the presence of the kidney complication of diabetes.  I have applied fundamental questions about glycemic control to the diabetic with CKD/ESRD.   In a series of investigations on glycemic management and outcomes in ESRD patients, I have contributed to the revision of glycemic hemoglobin A1c targets upwards in this high-risk population, through observational analyses of outcomes from a large national ESRD database.   These analyses have been published in prominent nephrology journals, including Kidney International and the Clinical Journal of the American Society of Nephrology, and presented at national meetings of the American Society of Nephrology and the National Kidney Foundation. At the same time, that research pathway has led to the conclusion that glycemic management will need to be interpreted in the context of a second and still-emerging innovation regarding glycemia  and ESRD– the need for comparative glycemic markers.  The sole reliance on hemoglobin A1c as a glycemic marker in patients with advanced CKD and ESRD is being called into question by the first comparative study of glycemic indices in patients on dialysis, the GIDE Study.  Already published are the data that HgbA1c was more likely to be in the target range than glycated albumin or serum fructosamine, suggesting factors which may or may not be directly related to glycemic control, including anemia, erythropoietic stimulating agents, and iron administration, in interpreting HgbA1c values.  By including, for the first time, glycemic indices from dialysis patients with prediabetes or without diabetes, this largest ESRD study comparing hemoglobin A1c and other glycemic markers will increase awareness of new onset diabetes and prediabetes, perhaps fundamentally related to factors such as insulin resistance in the setting of ESRD.  In summary, the metabolic epidemic of diabetes complicated by chronic kidney disease   may now extend even beyond those diagnosed with diabetes to milder but relevant degrees of dysglycemia that require investigation.  I believe that these analyses of metrics for glycemic control in the presence of kidney disease, by challenging our thinking on comparative glycation products for the first time, have the potential to reshape the approach to glycemia management in overt diabetes and rethink milder states of prediabetes in the CKD/ESRD population.
Significant supporting activity for promotion to Professor also includes extensive participation in the academic missions of my home institutions.  As detailed in this Curriculum Vitae, my profile within the Joslin/Beth Israel Deaconess Renal Division has emphasized expertise in diabetes, diabetic kidney disease, diabetic ESRD, and related ESRD areas. I have embodied  with great commitment  the role of clinician teacher in the ongoing educational efforts within the Renal Division.  Indeed, I am proudest of those achievements which have occurred at the institutional levels, including the Joslin Diabetes Center, Beth Israel Deaconess Medical Center, and Harvard Medical School.  Within my specialized area, I have focused on teaching the skills necessary to practice humanistic medicine for those suffering with acute and chronic disease, in day-to-day patient care/case-based teaching .   My recorded effort has been dedicated to teaching (25%), research (10%), clinical service (50%), and administrative activities (15%), including directing both the Beth Israel Deaconess Medical Center in-patient dialysis and affiliated out-patient dialysis programs.  For many years I have served as Scientific Review Officer for the Renal Division, in addition to years of service on the Institutional Review Board and as a Catalyst protocol reviewer for Nephrology.  My participation in the educational efforts of the Renal Division, directed at students, housestaff, and Nephrology trainees, has been a daily endeavor and source of accomplishment, whether the topic was within the domains of diabetic kidney disease or ESRD, or in other areas of nephrology.  Locally and regionally, my identification with those institutions during invited lectures or the work of committees has been a source of great pride. 

A major source of supporting activity is also in the form of my Service to the Community.  Not captured adequately in the Curriculum Vitae but essential to this narrative has been my volunteer work for the National Kidney Foundation.    My many years of volunteer service to the National Kidney Foundation included not only leadership in its Medical Advisory Board, but President of the entire New England Affiliate, including seven New England states.  In an era when the National Kidney Foundation rivalled the American Society of Nephrology but with emphasis on participation by patients and professional volunteers, our New England Affiliate became dominant in its patient education/service activities and  professional education. With me  in this leadership role, the Affiliate became a $2 million revenue organization with active volunteer patient and healthcare provider membership.  After completing the initial two-year period of service, I was asked to continue a third year.  I had oversight of all Affiliate activities, including patient services and education, and fundraising as well.  This involved travel to multiple states and support of the Transplant Games.  I received the “Gift of Life” outstanding physician award from the seven-state Affiliate, and an “Official Citation” from the Massachusetts State Senate for my work to pursue the mission of the National Kidney Foundation.  This leadership role also provided me with the opportunity to participate at the national level for the National Kidney Foundation in many areas, including committee service and Chairman of the Scientific Council on Diabetic Kidney Disease.
To contribute in these diverse ways at all within the field of academic nephrology would have been very fulfilling.  For the contributions to occur as diabetic kidney disease has become a worldwide epidemic has been remarkably gratifying.
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My contribution as lead author was to organize and lead the analysis of the largest national ESRD database, for the first time characterizing the epidemic of diabetic dialysis patients.  The paper had a very significant impact to bring attention to the large population of patients with type 2 diabetes, and to first address the role of glycemic control in the outcomes of diabetic ESRD patients.  It led to a series of subsequent projects and publications on glycemic control and outcomes in diabetic CKD.

My contribution as lead author was to conduct and publish a more sophisticated statistical analysis of diabetic ESRD outcomes from a large national database, as a counterpoint to contrasting results published by another expert group of investigators.  The impact of this publication was to influence subsequent guidelines on the strategy for glycemic management in diabetic ESRD patients, in terms of benefits and risks.

No longer in existence, this “Forum” was at the time a prestigious invited lectureship published in each monthly issue of Kidney International.  For this high-impact journal, I presented a detailed analysis of the evolving role of kidney transplantation for patients suffering from diabetic ESRD.  Contrasts with nondiabetic recipients, patient selection factors, pre-transplant evaluation, risks, and outcomes were synthesized from the existing literature.  The fact that this topic was solicited attested to the need within nephrology to address important management questions involving the growing population of diabetic ESRD patients worldwide. The publication complemented my work in the field of dialysis-dependent diabetes to champion the cause of all patients with ESRD due to diabetes.

The impact of the publication was to re-direct management strategies back to hypertension, insofar as the role of renin-angiotensin blockade had by then been well-established.

As a companion to “The Kidney”, this book contained clinical management strategies not addressed in the comprehensive but more basic parent textbook.

Once again, the impact of the publication was to bring attention to the unique characteristics of the diabetic ESRD population.

Along with a series of original reports, it supported the need for expertise in metabolism and nutrition for the nephrologist challenged by patients with chronic kidney disease and diabetes.

The impact of the report was to supplement earlier research on glycemic control and survival outcomes, and also to provide new awareness of the risks of hypoglycemia in patients with diabetes and kidney failure.

While responsible for the therapeutic apheresis program at our large academic medical center – a charge related to my leadership of the dialysis program – my leadership was sought as a kidney expert in the development of the current cycle of national guidelines for therapeutic apheresis.  The ASFA guidelines are a model for the development of recommendations by other professional organizations.  Their impact is as the ultimate authority in the rating of scientific evidence and treatment recommendations across a range of disorders for which therapeutic apheresis is a therapeutic consideration.

The impact of the text is to enhance the reader’s understanding,  and  provide background and recommendations on key aspects of ESRD pathophysiology and management with one question in mind: how does the diabetic ESRD patient differ from other individuals who have ESRD not related to diabetes?
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
