	Instructor: clinic floor for 2nd, 3rd, and 4th year dental students during the years 1978 to 1987: I attended the clinic floor 12 months of the year five days a week ( 1978 to 1980) and two and one half days a week ( 1980 to 1987). My responsibilities included supervision of periodontal diagnosis and treatment as well as small group surgical seminars and one-on-one mentoring 3rd and 4th year dental students during surgical procedures. In 2009 I began again to mentor and supervise on the clinic floor two days a week for junior and senior dental students.

	1978
	Instructor/mentor: 3rd year surgical seminar/mentoring from 1978 to 1987. It involved 9 to 10 students who participated in a one hour surgical seminar about the diagnosis and treatment of periodontal surgical problems. This was followed by a 3 hour clinic session with these students where periodontal surgeries were performed on their clinic patients. In the beginning of the year I would do the whole surgery and the student would assist and then gradually the students would take an increasingly active role in doing the actual surgery. By the end of the year the students would do the entire surgery with myself as the mentor/assistant.

	Lecturer/continuing education: My continuing education experience is extensive (see above) and has been active since 1978. My courses usually are given to dentists and hygienists over one to two days and cover an over view of the latest information available with regard to Periodontitis and Peri-implantits (diagnosis, pathology and treatment modalities).

	present
	Lecturer: Since 1980, on an annual basis, I have run a two semester long elective on Dental Practice Management. This course included lectures about accounting and setting up systems for the dental office, medico-legal issues for dentistry, patient communication, financial planning, and also a lecture on the different options for the recent graduate (buying a practice, associating, working in a group practice, military, etc.) Also on an annual basis I have given separate lectures on  Periodontal Flap Procedures, Host Response to Periodontal Disease, Peri-implantitis, and Systemic Manifestations of Periodontal Disease.
